2BPhotography

· The quality of the images in terms of:

· Composition

· Artistic merit

· Impact

· Technical quality:

· How well the photographer has used his/her equipment

· Focus

· Exposure

· Depth of field

· Lighting

· Slide cleanliness and lack of projection problems are also important
3BSequencing

· Mixing of styles

· Order and timing of images on the screen

· Appropriate select of images for illustrating the topic

· How well they interpret the theme

4BAudio Presentation

· If commentary is included, consider the narrative style including:
